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Requirements

Newspaper Advertisement

· When placing ads in the newspaper, groups must ensure that both the NDP logo and Tagline ‘Transforming Ireland’ are included and displayed in the same manner with respect to size, location and format.

· In most cases, newspapers will be aware of and have access to both the NDP logo, Tagline ‘Transforming Ireland and text references and will insert these for you (further logo details on page 1).

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Example Capital Funding Publicity Signage

· Large capital projects where grant funding exceeds €1,000,000 should be displaying billboards/ publicity signage and commemorative plaques acknowledging the NDP (using logos and text reference).

· Where a project received grant funding which is less than €1,000,000 and signage is being erected, the NDP must be acknowledged (using logos and text reference).

· Signage must be erected in the Irish language or in the English and Irish languages in accordance with the Official languages Act 2003 (Section 9) Regulations 2008.
